
  




The Financial Stability Company and Danske Bank reach agreement on commitment for individual government guarantee 

The Credit Package passed by the Danish parliament on 3 February 2009 authorised the Financial Stability Company to enter into agreements for providing individual government guarantees for unsubordinated, unsecured debt with a maturity of up to three years. 

Earlier today, the Financial Stability Company and Danske Bank agreed to the terms on which Danske Bank can obtain an individual government guarantee for its bond issues. Under the agreement, the Financial Stability Company provides a guarantee commitment to Danske Bank for DKK 100 billion. Within the framework of this commitment, which is valid for a period one year, Danske Bank may request the Financial Stability Company to issue a guarantee on behalf of the Danish state for the bank’s bond issues on the terms defined in the agreement reached today.

Guarantees issued under the agreement will be announced on the Financial Stability Company’s website.
